Pre set

Into black out

Lights up,   not to full.
Mopping and humming.

Mark

Just a minute

Patience plus practice equals magic.

Does the water magic trick. It works. 

I’m an apprentice. An apprentice gets all the rotten jobs like mopping the floor, putting out the rubbish…

My father, when he was a boy, was an apprentice to a clockmaker. He learned to make clocks

My father’s father, when he was a boy, was an apprentice to a tailor. He learned to make clothes

My father’s father’s father’s father’s mother’s father’s father’s FATHER. When he was a boy was an apprentice to a sorcerer. He learned to make magic

Tries to levitate mop

Spiritus, Blava,……But he didn’t have a lot of patience

Bring lights up to full

Scene one 

Apprentice comes on and mops

 

Finished

Sits down and doesn’t know what to do

Sees hat

Magic!

Gets the hat down. Strokes it down the symbol and it hurts

Owch

If only I could…

Puts the hat on and pretends to be the sorcerer

Spiritus blavaticum spiritus blavaticoo spiritus blavativoo

Sorcerer appears ,looks down the hole lifts up the hat and says

Sorcerer
Intuba

What are you doing?

Apprentice
Um Aah

Sorcerer
Not bad, now I want you to finish mopping up that bit over there.

Apprentice
But…

Sorcerer
Where’s the Mop?

You are not ready to learn magic YET

Patience, my boy. Off you go.

Now, the moon is rising, the grasshoppers are singing it’s time for magic

Expellar Spiritus

Scene 2

Sorcerer prepares space places mop, places pot on table, places chair, climbs on chair and stirs pot. Set broom. Set pot place chair on table upside-down. Bring out book

Ah  Spells

A Raindrop caught in a crystal

Now what do I need

A Little bit of this and a little bit of that

Bees wings

Blood of slug for a little bit of colour

Spider juice I must get some more. Not quite enough..

Everything in its place

Clean pots dusty clean big pot with the big cloth. Put focus on the big pot as container of magic

Now lets begin. To make a raindrop caught in a crystal.

Pour 50,000 teaspoons of the magic potion into one magic pot 5o,ooo teaspoons, no more and no less, with a spoon

Patience! This will teach the boy patience

Boy wake up! You’re going to help me with a magic spell.

Apprentice
Oh WOW!

Sorcerer
You need to put 50,000 teaspoons of the potion into the magic pot

Here’s the spoon and here’s the magic pot

Boy looks at magic book

Oi! The spoon the potion and the magic pot

Boy looks at the magic book

Pay attention! The spoon the potion and the magic pot

The boy looks at the book and the sorcerer taps him on the head

Apprentice
OWCH

Sorcerer
You are not ready yet. Sit down. How many times have I told you patience plus magic equals magic.

I have done the first 2 for you so you only have to do 49,998. No more and no less.

This will teach you patience

I have to go. I am leaving you with this very important task 

Flies off

Remember no more and no less

Scene 3

Mark comes out mopping,does rope trick

Just a minute. 49,998 times

You need a lot of patience to do that.

Scene 4

Apprentice appears

Apprentice
I wonder if there is an easier way of doing this… magic

Just a quick look

The essentials of crystals

This will work … Spiritus blavaticum Intuba ………..Worm pops 

              Out of book.   Apprentice hides

                            this  is  it... Spiritus blavaticum Infuba
BANG  ( party popper goes off )

Then pages begin to move my themselves 
Lights cross fade to magic state (Green?)

Magic routine with puppet.

When the blue silk fills the front of the stage,and the shadow light comes on, take out the lights but keep owl light on.

The stage darkens and shadows appear in the water of the boy chasing the broom to try and stop the magic. 

Finally the sorcerer returns and lifts the apprentice out of the water.

Sorcerer
Expellar Spiritus

Silks fall down.

Lights cross fade back to the warm state

Apprentice
Sorry. I will go.

Sorcerer
No, no. It is time for lesson 2. Practice. Sit down. 

Scene 4

Mark                 So, my father’s father’s father’s father’s mother’s father’s father’s 

                         FATHER. Learnt patience

                         If you have patience and you practice and practice and practice, then   

                         you can become really good at what ever it is you want to do.

 You might even become a master.

Mark puts a magic hat onto the apprentice. He blows bubbles and makes a ball appear that rises magically out of his hands

Mark picks up the broom and walks off 

Blackout
